Now, our ambition has come to fruition in the form of a presentation box containing all 233 parts of the timepiece, all the necessary tools (some of them especially developed to ensure they can be used by the uninitiated) and a beautiful book to accompany clockmaking apprentices on their journey to build a way of measuring time – perhaps even gaining an insight into time itself in the process.

Inveterate collectors, unrepentant enthusiasts and inquisitive newcomers alike can become heirs to ancient arts for a season – and in doing so, experience the pride of having made something with their own hands.
